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Agreement on the Transfer of Assets and Intellectual Property Rights Related to

K-LAB Set up and Operation Project in the Lao People’s Democratic Republic

{ This Agreement (hereinafter referred to as "Agreement™) is entered into between the National Il Industry }
Promotion Agency (hereinafter referred o as “NIPA™) of the Republic of Korea (hereinafter refemred to
as "Transferor") and the National University of Laos (NUOL) (hereinafter referred to as "Recipient
Instifution™), whereby the Transferor agrees to transfer all tangible assets and intangible rights (including
any revenues and revenue-generating basis) arising from the "K-LAB Set up and Operation Project” to
the Recipient Institution on December 31, 2025,

Article 1 (Purpose of Agreement) The purpose of this Agreement is for the Transferor to transfer to
the Recipient Institution the tangible and intangible assets (inchuding revenues and revenue-generating besis)
as specified herein (hereinafier referved 1o as "Project Assets”), to define the Recipient Institution's rights of
use and enjovment as well as its mamtenance and management obligations, and to ensure the successtiil
completion of the Project implemented under the supervision of the Ministry of Science and ICT (MSIT) of
the Republic of Korea through the Recipient Institution's continued management and operation, while
establishing a foundation for the sustainable operation of the K-LAB Project.

Article 2 (Project Asseis for Gratuitous Transfer) The details of Project Assets to be
gratuitously transferred to the Recipient Institution under this Agreement shall be as provided in the
attached "List of Project Assets for Transfer.”

1. The "List of Project Assets for Transfer” shall include, in their entirety, all deliverables including
equipment and apparatus, system infrastructure, related software, educational materials, manuals, and
other operational outputs,

2. The transfer under this Agreement is provided gratuitously in accordance with Official Development
Assistance (ODA) objectives to support the self-reliant development of the recipient country and the
sustainable operation of K-LAB.

Article 3 (Delivery, etc.) The Transferor shall deliver the Project Assets to the Recipient Institution
or grant rights of use and enjoyment with respect to the gratuilous transfer plan for the Project Assets,
which shall be prepared and submitted in accordance with the K-LAB Project Agreement.
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Article 4 (The principle of good faith) Both parties shall make efforts to faithfully perform each
provision of this Agreement. The Recipient Institution shall respect the purpose of the Project and
faithfully comply with the K-LAB results utilization plan, and the Transteror shall eooperate to ensure
9 the sucocessfinl completion of the Project. q

Article 5 (Obligations of Transferor) The Transferor shall fulfill the following obligations

with respect to the delivery of the Project Assets:

1. The Transferor shall deliver the Project Assets in a condition suitable for normal use and
management.

2, The Transferor shall provide technical training and transfer of technology necessary for the
use and management of the Project Assets.

3. Following delivery, the Transferor may, at the request of the Recipient Institution, provide
technical consultation and cooperation in operational improvements within a reasonable

i scope.

4, The Transferor shall not bear any legal or financial responsibility for damages arising from or claims
by third parties relating to the use, maintenance, or operation of the Project Assets following delivery.

Article 6 (Obligations of Recipient Institution) The Recipient Institution shall faithfully

fulfill the following obligations in the receipt and use or management of the Project Assets:

1. The Recipient Institution shall use and manage the Project Assets with the care and diligence of a I
prudent manager.

2. The Recipient Institution shall make efforts to secure the necessary budget and personnel for

I the continued use and management of the Project Assels.

3. When publishing, disclosing, or announcing K-LAB outcomes or related projects, the Recipient
Institution shall clearly indicate that such resuls are outcomes of the K-LAB Project implemented
with support from the Broadeasting and Communications Development Fund of the Minisiry of
Science and ICT of the Republic of Korea.

| 4. Without prior written consent of the Transferor, the Recipient Institution shall not transfer all or part of J

its rights or obligations under this Agreement to any third party, nor shall it dispose of the Project Assets

through sale, transfer, pledge, or other means.

Article 7 (Remedies for Misuse)

1. If the Recipient Institution violates any of the obligations specified in Article 6 or uses the
Project Assets for purposes other than those originally intended, the Transferor may demand
immediate correction from the Recipient [nstitution.

2. 1f the Recipient Institution fails to recify such comection within a reasonable period despite the
correction demand under paragraph 1, the Transferor may demand the retumn of the Project Assets or
take such other measures as may be appropriate.

i{_ 3. Any costs arising from the measures taken under paragraph 2 shall be borne by the Recipient Institution,

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Article 8 (Special Provisions)
1. The Transferor may inspect the operational status within three (3) years following the

execution of this Agreement, and the Recipient Institution shall faithfully provide any

materials necessary for such inspection.

. Any dispute arising from this Agreement shall be resolved amicably through good-faith

consultation between the parties based on mutual trust and friendly cooperation. If the
dispute cannot be resolved through such consultation, the pariies agree to resolve the matter
in accordance with the laws of the Republic of Korea, with the Seoul Central District Court
of the Republic of Korea designated as the court of first instance.
